On the 14th March 2 lovely Nurse Tutors came into St Edmund’s to deliver a 2 hour T Level Nursing
Masterclass to some of our lovely Year 9 pupils.

The class was brilliant. The pupils learnt how to listen for a pulse (MUCH harder than you think it is
going to be!), how to bandage a leg/foot/hand or arm injury and how to take a reading of someone’s
blood oxygen levels. The also looked into testing (fake!) urine samples and by reading the results on
the litmus test were able to make informed judgements about what a possible diagnosis may be.
